Property Maintenance Code Crack Down

setting fees to be incurred for various common property
code violations, which will be issued via a Quick Ticket.
The Quick Ticket fee is $50 and will cover the following:

e High or Noxious Weeds or Grass (8302.4)

e Garbage and/or Rubbish Accumulation (8308)

e Animal Waste Accumulation (8302.1)

e Snow Accumulation (§302.3)

rubbish!
