Adamstown Borough Rental Ordinance
Adamstown Borough has a rental ordinance which
mandates that any property owner who rents their property
must register that property with the Borough office. There
is an annual Rental License fee of $25 as well as rental
inspections which are required every 3 years. Rental
inspections are $35 per property. For more information or
to obtain copies of the rental ordinance, please contact the
Borough office.

It is a Borough Property Maintenance Code that all
premises and exterior property must be kept free from
weeds or plant growth in excess of ten (10) inches. All
public walkways, steps, and similar paved areas for public
use shall also be kept free from hazardous conditions such
as overhanging trees and bushes.
